FINAL DEADLINE FOR MALT IS MARCH 15 PURCHASE DATE

The Guide to Chodosh has a detailed discussion of the problem of malt that may be Chodosh. In there it was suggested that lacking dating code information, one can assume that malt in items PURCHASED up to March 15 should still be Yoshon. However, now that March 15 is almost here, it is suggested that malt in such packages may be Chodosh. The following items should be checked for malt or barley malt in the list of ingredients: cereals (including corn flakes, rice cereal, etc), candies, pretzels.

Note, as explained in the Guide, that one of the applications of malt is its use in baking flour to make the flour work better. Poskim we consulted suggested that malt in such applications is botul and does not pose a Chodosh problem However, please check with your own posek.

OTHER CORRECTIONS
Kemach. The mashgiach is Rabbi N. Horowitz. Also the Guide stated that all Kemach crackers are free of malt. It should have stated that all Kemach GRAHAM crackers are now free of malt.

SUMMARY: Further investigation by the O-U has determined that wheat starch in Cheerios cereals does not pose any Chodosh problems. This means that several Cheerios cereals remain Yoshon much later in the season than originally thought. 

DETAILS: The O-U has determined that wheat starch where listed in the ingredients of  Cheerios cereals does not pose any Chodosh problems. This new finding only applies to wheat starch, not other wheat ingredients. It also only applies to wheat starch in the different Cheerios cereals, not the wheat starch in other General Mills cereals. Those wheat ingredients are still being investigated. Pending further information, we continue to assume that these other wheat ingredients, including wheat starch in non-Cheerios cereals, may be Chodosh starting a package date of Aug 22 '12.  In addition malt, when used, could be Chodosh after a package date  of Dec 22, '12.. The recently revised package date for oats in Cheerios cereals remains March 7 '13. Therefore, all Cheerios cereals that contains oats or oats plus wheat starch (but no other wheat ingredients, and no malt) have a Chodosh date of March 7 '13. Note that Multigrain Cheerios, Fiber 1 and other wheat containing cereals may be Chodosh as of a package date of Aug 22 '12.

The Guide inferred that some Freeda vitamins may have Chodosh problems, In fact ALL Freeda vitamins are free of Chodosh problems. They should be listed as category "aleph". None of the vitamins use any ingredients that are from the 5 types of grain that could be Chodosh. Under the hashgocho of the O-U and the Beis Din of New Square.

Haddar Honey Wheat Pretzels are Yoshon both in the large and small sizes, even without the Yoshon label. Under the hashgocho of the CRC.  

Liebers Pretzels Snacks whole wheat rings are Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Weissmandl.  

New York Pretzels have a   Chodosh code of code: 2271 (227-day of year 1-year) or August 14, 2012 (365 days  after packing).  

Section 5.1 Regular Noodles, Pasta, Mandlen and Croutons
Barilla Fediccini code is Apr 22 14 (32 months after packing).  

Ronzoni Catelli and Lancia pastas from Canada   Chodosh codes: Regular white pasta Nov 24 13, Smart, Whole Wheat, Egg noodles, and vegetable pasta Nov 24 12; Multigrain Oct 26 12.   

Fiber Gourmet Pasta has a   Chodosh code of Aug 21 13, 2 years after packing.  

Goodman Pasta. Egg noodles   Chodosh code: Aug 21 13 (2 years after packing), All other pasta has a code of Aug 21 14 (3 years after packing).   

Taaman Pasta is Yoshon under the Hashgocho of the Badatz of Yerushalayim and is Yoshon   

Section 6.1 All Purpose White Flour
Best Kamut white flour with a Yoshon label is Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Gruber.   

Section 6.2 Whole Wheat Flour
Best Kamut whole wheat flour with a Yoshon label is Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Gruber.  

Section 6.5 Cake and Other Mixes
Fiber Gourmet Cake Mixes - All,   Chodosh code: Aug 14 13.  

Section 7.1 Barley
Martisco Barley - out of Business - Old supplies are Yoshon, but may be wormy.   

Section 7.2 Bread and Corn Flake Crumbs and Matzo Meal

Jason Bread Crumbs have a   Chodosh code of code of 2273 (227-day of year, 3-year+2) or August 15, 2013 (2 years after packing).  

Section 8.1 Cereals
Bob’s Red Mill Oat FLOUR has a   Chodosh code of Feb 15 13 (18 months after packing).  

General Mills sold in Israel. Claims have been made that the O-U has provided special communications to authorities in Israel regarding the Yoshon status of American cereals under the O-U hashgocho that are marketed in Israel. For example, the O-U has been reported to certify that the   Chodosh dates for certain Cheerios cereals are later than the dates given in the second issue of the Guide to   Chodosh. The O-U denies ever supplying such information. In fact, the O-U certifies Yoshon in Israel for General Mills products only on special runs of Nature Valley Granola bars sold in Israel where both the O-U symbol and Yoshon are printed on the label.  

General Mills cereals. The oats   Chodosh PACKING date is revised to Feb 29, ‘12. This only applies to oats. Cereals that have wheat or wheat starch would have the earlier date published in the Guide. Code for oats only: Mar 7 13.  

Kemach cereals, the   Chodosh malt packing date will start at March 1, ‘12. Therefore, for Kemach cereals where the only  Chodosh prom is malt, such as  corn flakes, crisp rice, wheat flakes, bran flakes, cocoa munchees, sugar flakes, the   Chodosh code is March 1, ‘13 (1 year after packing.) Kemach Toasted Oats and Honey Nut Toasted Oats   Chodosh date Oct 1 12. Up to this date the oats and all wheat products are Yoshon.   

The Quaker table on page 36 of the Guide has an error. The oats date for 360 days should be Nov 8 12 for USA produced cereals and Sept 21 12 for those made in Canada.  

Quaker Oat Bran has a shelf life of 540 days, not 270  

Wheatena cereal is listed in the Guide as being Yoshon, since it is made with winter wheat. However, it contains what germ and wheat bran that may be   Chodosh. Code not known yet.

Ben and Jerry's Ice Cream: Cookies and Cream, Vanilla Crunch, Chocolate Crunch and any other flavor with wheat have a   Chodosh code of Feb 15 13 (18 months after packing).  

Chef’s Kingdom should be category “bais’ not “aleph”   

Gefen Pie Crusts have a   Chodosh code of AUG 15 14 (3 years after packing)  
Gefen Egg Roll Wraps have a   Chodosh code ##11H (##-first two numbers not important, H=month in alph order, other characters not important).  

Keebler’s Pie Crusts have a   Chodosh code of Aug 15 12 (1 year after packing).  

Lightlife Smart Ground Original and Smart Ground Mexican Style:   Chodosh code: ###1227## (first 4 numbers- not important 1-year 227-day of year, last 2 numbers - not important).  

Manischewitz pie crusts have a   Chodosh code of 2272 (227-day of year 2-year+1) or Aug 15 12 (1 year after packing).  


Morning Star Farms Chick Patties Original and Griller’s Prime Veggie Burgers,   Chodosh code: FEB15 13 (18 months after packing).  

Smackin Good Frozen Pancakes ( not the mix) under the hasgocho of Rabbi Weissmandl are   CHODOSH. 

Tofurky Italian Sausage and Peppered Deli Slices have a   Chodosh code of 11227 (11-year 227-day of year) or 12/13/11 (120 days after packing).  

Ungar Cheese Blintzes are Yoshon under the Hashgocho of Rabbi Mordechai Unger  

Section 9.3 Soups and soup mixes
Kedem soup mixes the   Chodosh code is 12281 (1=year, 228=day of year, 1=not important.)  

Kemach vegetable and minestrone soups   Chodosh code is 0164 (016=day of year, 4=year +2)  

Section 9.5.1 Beer
Coors Beer, the   Chodosh code should be 4 15 12.  

Section 9.6 Baby Foods
Gerber baby foods in boxes, the code is 1 year after packing. For oats the   Chodosh date would be Jul 26 ‘12, for wheat and barley the code is Aug 15 ‘12.   

Section 9.7 Candies
Jolly Rancher uses winter wheat only and is Yoshon

Section 12.1.2 Wholesale Bakeries
Korn, New York Kosher, Sterns and other brands made by the 15th Ave Food Corp were listed as a “beis” category. They should have an “aleph” rating.   

Section 12.1.5 Kew Gardens and Queens
Abraham Bakery. Not everything is Yoshon, Ask. As stated in sign in store.  
D&G Bakery is no longer Yoshon. 

Section 12.2 Monsey
Rockland Kosher: Everything produced in the store is Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Meshulam Polatsek. 
 
Section 13.1 Baltimore
Cocoaccinos 2831 Smith Avenue, Baltimore MD, 21209. Only one type of sandwich and the pizza dough is available as Yoshon upon request. Yoshon under the Hashgocho of Rabbi Zvi Weiss.

Jason bread crumbs are now Pas Yisroel which is listed on the label. If the old label says distributed by "The Manischewitz Co." or if they say "RAB Foodgroup" they were also Pas Yisroel. 
HOWEVER if the label says "Distributed by R.F.D. Newark NJ" they were not Pas Yisroel.

א Liebers pretzels that contain oat bran and barley are Yoshon. These ingredients were stored from before the time that the Chodosh season began. Under the hashgocho of Rabbi Weissmandl. Liebers Honey Wheat pretzels are Yoshon.

ד Utz honey wheat pretzels may be Chodosh starting Aug 15, code Dec 5 2011 (16 weeks after packing).

 

Section 4.6 Matzos
ב Kemach matzos, matzo meal including spelt are always Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Nussen Horowitz.

 

Section 5.1 Noodles and pasta
ד Barilla pasta. Some people have received 10 pound packages of Barilla pasta whose code does not match the code in the Guide. Call the company at 800-922-7455 to ask if the code on your package indicates whether it was packed before Aug 22 and would be Yoshon, or on Aug 22 or later and may be Chodosh.

ד Columbia pasta. The Guide gave Chodosh codes based on “Best if used by” dates. If no such date appears on the package then the Chodosh code is 1234 (1=Year, 234=day of the year).

ד Mother’s noodles and pasta Chodosh code 2342 (234=day of year, 2=year+1).

ד Ralph pasta, Chodosh code Aug 21 14 (3 years after packing).

ד Rice Select  pasta, look at manufacturing date under the best if used by date. Chodosh Code: 082211 (Aug 22 ’11).
ד Ronzoni, Catelli and Lancia from Canada, pastas other than regular white pasta the code should be Sept 1 13 (2 years after packing)
ד Stop & Shop pasta Chodosh code Aug 21 13 (2 years after packing).
 

Section 5.2 Chow mein noodles
ב Kemach Chow Mein Noodles have a Chodosh code of Aug 30, code 3011H (30=day, 11=year, H=Aug in alph order.)

 

Section 6.1 All purpose white flour
ד Krasdale all purpose flour Chodosh code Aug 15 12 (1 year after packing).

ד Stop & Shop white all purpose flour Chodosh code Aug 15 12 ( 1 year after packing).

 

Section 6.2 Whole wheat flour
ד Trader Joe white whole wheat flour, the correct code I Aug 15 ’12 (1 year after packing.)

 

Section 6.3 High gluten flour
ב Kemach high gluten flour is Yoshon, including the malt.

 

Section 6.5 Cake and other mixes
ד Aunt Jemima whole wheat pancakes Chodosh code Aug 15 12 (1 year after packing.)

ד Duncan Hines mixes. Brownies and muffins have a Chodosh code for wheat of Feb 15 ’13 (18 months after packing). All other items except cookies have a Chodosh code of Aug 15 ’12 (12 months). Cookies can be either 12 or 18 months, call the company about the cookie of interest to you.

ד Glick’s Baking Spray that contain wheat, the Chodosh packing date is Aug 15. For the code look at the numbers stampled on the package the 9th to the 13th digits are of interest. For Aug 15 these would be 2271 (227 day of the year, 1=year).

ד Stop & Shop pearled barley, Chodosh code Aug 15 12 (1 year after packing).

 

Section 7.2 Bread and corn flake crumbs
ד Jason bread crumbs. May be Chodosh if packed starting Aug 15, code 2273 (227=day of the year, 3=year+2).

 

Section 8.1 Cereals
ד Barbara’s cereals: Cereal Bars: Chodosh code April 21 12 (9 months after packing), Peanut Butter and Chocolate Puffins: March 22 2012 (8 months after packing).
ד Cascadian Farms For items using oats the Chodosh packing date is Jul 26. The codes for oats are: Cinnamon Raisin Granola Mar 30 12 (248 days after packing), Purely O’s: Apr 30 12 (279 days after packing), Hearty Morning, Clifford Crunch, Oats and Honey Granola, and Honey Nut O’s: May 31 12, (310 dats after packing). Multi Grain Squares: June 20 12 (310 days after packing). For wheat the Chodosh packing date is Aug 15, code May 20 12 (279 after packing).

ב Kemach Cocoa Munchies cereal does not contain wheat starch nor any other wheat product. Therefore, it is Yoshon at least until the malt may become a problem in December.

ד Kashi Granola bars Chodosh code is Jul 26 ’12 (1 year after packing.)

א Kosher Mills oatmeal cereals are Yoshon under the hashgocho of the Badatz of Yerushalaim.

ד Malt-O-Meal cereals, the oats Chodosh date is Oct 1 according to the O-U. Toasty O's code:  Jun 1 12 (8 months after packing). Flavored oatmeal packets code: Oct 1 12 (1 year after packing) Quick oats, Original instant oatmeal Apr 1 13 (18 Months after packing)

ד Quaker cereals. According to the O-U, the Chodosh starting packing date for oats in cereals by General Mills and Malt-O-Meal is October 1. The COR of Toronto has informed us that for Quaker cereals the oats has become Chodosh starting Sept 27 and for oats produced in the USA, the starting date is Nov 14!!
Remember that this only applies to oats in the cereals. If the cereal also contains wheat, whether wheat starch or also wheat products, the wheat starting date may be earlier, Aug 15, as noted in the Guide. (Unless informed otherwise by reliable sources, our recommendation the Chodosh oats starting date for other companies remains  the chumra estimate of Jul 26.) To get the corresponding product codes, refer to the Quaker table in Section 8.1 For the Canadian oats date of Sept 27 changes as follows: 180 days-Mar 25 ’12. 240 days-May 24 ’12, 270 days-Jun 23 ’12, 360 days-Sept 21 ’12, 540 days-Mar 20 ’13. For the delayed oats date of Nov 14, the table should be modified as follows: 180 days-May 12’12, 240 days-Jul 11 ’12, 270 days-Aug 10 ’12, 360 days-Nov 8 ’12,  540 days-May 7 ’14.
ד Stop & Shop cereals. Boxed cereals containing oats: Jul 26 12 ( 1 year after packing). Boxed cereals containing wheat but no oats - Aug 15 12. Oatmeal: Jul 26 12

ב Kemach pie crusts. The Chocolate pie crust is always Yoshon as stated on the label. For the Graham Cracker pie crust the wheat is always Yoshon. The malt may be Chodosh starting a packing date  of Dec 15 code Dec 9 ’12 (360 days after packing.)

א M&N Cuisine frozen products are Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Teitelbaum, the Nirbarter Rav.

ד Mother’s graham cracker pie crust. Code: 2272 (227-day of year 2 year, 1 year after packing)

ד Pepperidge Farms products Chodosh code 8-15-12 (1 year after packing.

א Smackin Good pancakes are Yoshon, under the hashgocho of Rabbi Weissmandl.

ב Unger filo dough Chodosh code 11298 (11=year, 298=day of the year.) 

 

Section 9.3 Soups and soup mixes
ב Kemach minestrone soup mix the Chodosh code is 2583 (258=day of year, 3=year+2). For vegetable soup mix the Chodosh code is 2563. 

ד Kedem soup mixes, the corrected code should be 12281 (1=year, 228 =day of year, 1=not important.)

ד Rokeach soups Chodosh code 2264 (226 day of year, 4=year+3).

 

Section 9.6 Baby Food
ד Beechnut baby food Chodosh packing date Jul 26, Chodosh code 1726 (1=year, 7=month, 26=day. For the month 1-9 are Jan-Sept, Oct=O, Nov=Y, Dec=Z). For wheat the Chodosh packing date is Aug 15, code 1815.

ד Gerber baby foods. The date on the package is glass jars 2 years, plastic jars 15 months. For oats, the Chodosh code is Jul 26 13 for the glass jars, Oct 26 12 for the plastic jars. For wheat these codes are Aug 15 13 and Nov 15 12. Puff Baby Food Chodosh code Oct 26 12 if it contains oats, Nov 15 12 if it does not contain oats but contains wheat.

ד Freeda vitamins may contain oats, the Chodosh code is Jul 11 (month of packing.)

SPECIAL BULLETIN ABOUT OATS, 21 NOV 11

According to the O-U, the Chodosh starting packing date for oats in cereals produced by General Mills is Oct 1. This date also holds for the oats in Malt-O-Meal cereals.

The COR of Toronto has informed us that for Quaker cereals produced in the USA the oats has become Chodosh only with the starting date of Nov 14!!  This means that the oats in all such USA- made Quaker cereals in the stores now, at the mid and end of November are sure to be Yoshon.

Starting about Nov 27 package codes need to be checked again, as detailed in the Guide. In terms of package codes, the “Best if used by” date on hot Quaker oats cereals is 540 days (about 1 ½ years) after packing. This code for Nov 14 is May 7 2013. For Quaker oats cereals made in Canada and sold in the USA, such as some of the Instant Oats, (check package to see if made in Canada) the Chodosh packing date is Sept 27. The 540 day code is March 20 ‘13.

Remember that this only applies to oats in the cereals. If the cereal also contains wheat, whether wheat starch or other wheat products, the wheat starting date may be earlier such as Aug 15, as noted in the Guide.

Unless informed otherwise by reliable sources, our recommendation the Chodosh oats starting date for other companies remains  the chumra estimate of Jul 26.

MORE CHANGES FOR QUAKER OATS CHODOSH DATE
We reported in the last Bulletin that the starting date for Chodosh oats in all Quaker cereals is later that the original estimate. The Guide has Jul 26 for the Chodosh date for oats for Quaker. Based on the estimate of the O-U, for cereal manufactured in the USA the revised estimate is Oct 1. This is still only an estimate and it may be extended to a later time as more information becomes available from the mashgichim in the field. However for the Instant Oats cereals manufactured in Canada we now have a firm date that is earlier than our estimate in the previous Bulletin. This date is Sept 27, as confirmed by the COR, the kashrus organization in Toronto. For specific package codes, see Quaker under Section 8.1, below.

The O-U has estimated that the Chodosh starting date for the oats in Quaker cereals manufactured in the USA has been extended from Jul 26 (our early estimate) to at least Oct 1. This only applies to oats in such cereals. Any cereal that contains any wheat products, including wheat starch, has the earlier  wheat Chodosh date of Aug 15. In the Quaker table on page 36 of the Guide, change the oats column entries to reflect the new Oct 1 date, which at this time holds for cereals sold in the USA and made in the US: 180 days=March 28 ’12;  240 days=May 27 ’12;  270 days=Jun 26 ’12;  360 days=Sept 24 ’12;  540 days=March 23 ’13. For the Instant Oats cereals manufactured in Canada, the COR of  Toronto has a firm Chodosh packing date of Sept 27. This translates on a code on the package that is 540 days later, namely March 19 ’13.

CHODOSH DATE FOR QUAKER OATS EXTENDED TO LATER TIME
Quaker oats cereals have been very popular with Yoshon consumers. The O-U just informed us that the Chodosh starting date for the oats in Quaker cereals have been extended from Jul 26 (our early estimate) to at least Oct 1. This only applies to oats in such cereals. Any cereal that contains any wheat products, including wheat starch, have the earlier  wheat Chodosh date of Aug 15. In the Quaker table on page 36 of the Guide, change the oats column entries to reflect the new Oct 1 date, which at this time is the same for cereals sold in the USA and made either in the US or Canada: 180 days=March 28 ’12; 240 days=May 27 ’12; 270 days=Jun 26 ’12; 360 days=Sept 24 ’12; 540 days=March 23 ’13. In other words, the dates given in that table for cereals made in Canada now also apply for cereals made in the USA.

>Kemach flat bread Chodosh code 18 Spt 12

GENERAL MILLS CEREALS UPDATE
General Mills. In past years different General Mills cereals had different codes (different number of days between the date of packing and the date on the box.) Now, all General Mills have a uniform code that is 372 days after packing. If the ingredients contain barley (not barley malt) or wheat products other than wheat starch, the Chodosh code is Aug 21 2012. If it does not contain any wheat products except wheat starch, then the Chodosh code is Sept 10 2012. If it contains no wheat or barley but does contain oats, the Chodosh code is Sept 21 2012. If the only questionable ingredient is malt, then the Chodosh code is Dec 21 2012. These dates are lechumra (extra cautious), some dates may be extended to a later time.

ד General Mills/Nestle cereals sold in Israel. These cereals sold in Israel have the same Chodosh code as given above for General Mills cereals. However this is only true if the box has both an O-U symbol and states General Mills Minneapolis, MN. For other cases we have no information.

PRINTING OF THE GUIDE TO CHODOSH DUE 3RD WEEK OF SEPTEMBER
The printing of the first issue of the Guide to Chodosh for the new season is scheduled בס"ד for approximately the third week of September. This delay is intended to allow the mashgichim to complete their arrangements for Yoshon hashgochos for the new season, thereby making the information in the Guide more complete and relevant. Meanwhile this preliminary bulletin is being issued to help consumers until the full Guide is issued. It contains general Chodosh starting dates. It also gives information and Chodosh codes for some of the most popular products.
 
HARVEST OF ALL CHODOSH CROPS HAS BEGUN
According to the reports from the U. S. Department of Agriculture, the harvest of the Chodosh wheat, oats and barley has begun. We expect the Chodosh grain to start appearing in products as follows:

Packaged foods produced in Eretz Yisrael under any reliable kashrus hashgocho are Yoshon. If produced outside of Eretz Yisrael, when the packages list a Yoshon label and also have the name/symbol of a major kashrus supervision, they are Yoshon. Also, all items under the following European hashgochos are always Yoshon: Kedassia-London, Rabbi Westheim and Rabbi Schneeblag.
 
SELECTED PACKING CODES
The following are the Chodosh packing codes for a few popular items. For other items, you may check last year’s Guide for the code system (don’t forget to use the revised wheat, oats and barley dates and to update the year) or call the Hot Line at 718-305-5133.
Quaker and Mothers oats old fashioned and 1 Minute oats Jan 16 ’13 (540 days after packing). The code for the hot, cooked instant oats depends. For the flavored type the code is Jul 20 ’12 (360 days). The original unflavored instant oats type may be either 360 days or 540 days. You have to call the company with the package in your posession and ask. Quaker Life cereals is Jul 20 12 (360 days). If produced in Canada the dates will be later, to be announced when known. 
General Mills Cheerios products, Kretchmer wheat germ and Nature Valley granola bars that contain wheat, wheat germ or wheat starch Aug 21 12 (372 days). If they contain oats but not any of the wheat products Sept 21 12.
Kellogs and Post cereals with oats Jul 26 ’12 (1 year), with wheat but no oats, Aug 15 ’12 (1 year).
Shoprite oats cereal Jan 26 13 (18 months). Sturm oats Jul 26 ’13 (2 years). Oats cereals from Kemach, Taanug, Unger and Walmart-Great Value Jul 26 ’12 (1 year).
 
OATS CHODOSH DATES FOR GENERAL MILLS CEREALS
In the list above you will note that the start of the Chodosh packing dates for oats products is given the “chumra” date of of Jul 26. However, the O-U assures us that the oats used in General Mills cereals and Nature Valley Granola bars should be Yoshon at least up to the packing date of Sept 15, maybe even later. This date should be used with caution. For most companies, the oats become Chodosh earlier than the wheat. For General Mills it is the opposite. Check the list of ingredients of the General Mills cereal of interest to you. If it contains wheat, wheat starch or wheat germ, then the earlier Chodosh starting date of wheat (this date is given above) should be used even if oats are the main ingredient. For example, the regular Cheerios contains wheat starch. On the other hand, some of the special Cheerios such as the Honey Nut Cheerios do not list any wheat ingredient and the later oats date may be used.

HARVEST OF ALL CHODOSH CROPS HAS BEGUN
 
According to the latest report of the U. S. Department of Agriculture, the harvest of the Chodosh wheat and barley has begun this past week. As we reported earlier, the oats harvest started about 2 weeks earlier. This marks the start of the new Chodosh season. We expect the Chodosh to start to appear in products as follows:
         Oats products packed or produced as of Jul 26. If purchased after Aug 9 (which has passed) package codes should be checked (see some sample codes listed below). Exceptions are the oats in cereals made by General Mills, as noted below.
         Packaged foods that contain spring wheat may contain Chodosh if packed or produced as of Aug 15. If purchased after Sept 1 package codes should be checked. Items containing wheat, wheat germ or wheat starch may be Chodosh after this date unless it is known that the wheat is Yoshon. Examples of foods that are from winter wheat which is Yoshon are matzos and gefilte fish.
         Freshly baked bakery or store-produced items including breads, chalahs, rolls, bagels, many cakes and cookies,  and pizza may be Chodosh as of the production date of Aug 15 in the mid-West USA and as of Sept 1 if made elsewhere in the USA.
         Noodles and pasta may be Chodosh as of the packing date of Aug 22. If purchased after Sept 7, package codes should be checked.
         Barley: pearled barley or barley in cereals may be Chodosh as of the packing date of Aug 15. If purchased after Sept 1, package codes should be checked.
         Barley malt (also listed in the ingredients as “malt”) may be Chodosh as of the packing date of Dec 15. Package codes should be checked after the purchase date of Jan 15 for beer and March 15 for malt in other products.
Packaged foods produced in Israel under any reliable kashrus hashgocho are Yoshon. If produced elsewhere, check for Yoshon printed on the label.
 
SAMPLE PACKING CODES

HARVEST OF CHODOSH WHEAT AND BARLEY CROPS DELAYED
The harvests of this year’s Chodosh spring wheat and barley crops are at least 1-2 weeks behind normal schedule. This is due to the unusually cool and wet spring weather in the US northern Mid West, where most of these crops grow. As a result, we have revised the estimated Chodosh dates in the table below.

 

OATS CHODOSH DATES FOR GENERAL MILLS CEREALS
In the table below you will note that the start of the Chodosh packing dates for oats products is given the “chumra” date of of Jul 26. However, the O-U assures us that the oats used in General Mills cereals should be Yoshon at least up to the packing date of Sept 15, maybe even later. This date should be used with caution. For most companies, the oats become Chodosh earlier than the wheat. For General Mills it is the opposite. Check the list of ingredients of the cereal of interest to you. If it contains wheat, wheat starch or wheat germ, then the earlier Chodosh starting date of wheat (this date is given in the table below, but is not yet firm, as noted above) should be used even if oats are the main ingredient. For example, the regular Cheerios contains wheat starch. On the other hand, some of the special Cheerios such as the Honey Nut Cheerios do not list any wheat ingredient.

HARVEST OF THE CHODOSH OATS CROP HAS BEGUN

According to the weekly crop progress report issued by the U. S. Department of Agriculture, the harvest of the new Chodosh oats crop has begun during the week ending  Jul. 17. Based on previously established guidelines, we will use July 26 as the effective Chodosh packing date for oats products for the upcoming season. The harvests of the Chodosh spring wheat and barley crops have not yet started. That starting date is about 1-2 weeks away. We are advising the following  dates for starting of Chodosh. In the following table the oats dates are firm, the wheat and barley dates are subject to further revision as further harvest reports are received.

 

In the table below we summarize the cutoff dates recommended by the Guide, based on US Government supplied harvest data.. The “Packing date” indicates that all packaged goods with dating codes that were before that date should be Yoshon. Starting with the “Packing date” and later, they may be Chodosh. The “Purchase date” is the first date for which we feel it is no longer safe to purchase the foods without checking  for dating codes. CORRECTIONS AND ADDITIONS TO THE SECOND ISSUE OF THE GUIDE

 
Beer is made from barley malt. If the dating code is known, it may be Chodosh if packed on Dec 15 or later. If the code is not given in the Guide you should try to call the company to find out what is the dating code for Dec 15. If the dating code is not known, then beer purchased  after Jan 15 should be assumed to be Chodosh. (Note that we usually recommended that for items containing malt it can be assumed that the malt in packages on the store shelves is Yoshon up to a purchase date of Mar. 15. This recommendation in the past we also extended to beer. However, since some beers have a manufacturer’s recommended shelf life of only 4 months, we are revising the purchase cutoff date for beers to Jan. 15, unless dating codes are known and it can be determined that the beer was packed before Dec 15.)

 

All Kemach cereals, the malt has the Chodosh code of Feb 1 12 (1 year after packing.) Kemach cereals with oats are listed in the Guide as having a Chodosh code of Nov 1 11 (1 year after packing.) In fact those cereals which have wheat or wheat starch in the ingredients have an earlier Chodosh code, Aug 9 11. Kemach 10 lb. Egg Barley with a code of 020103z (02=Feb, 01= day, 03=year+2)  is still Yoshon.

CORRECTIONS AND ADDITIONS TO THE SECOND ISSUE OF THE GUIDE

 HARAV HAGOAN ELYASHIV SHLITA RETRACTS PSAK ON BRAN

On Dec 21 we announced that we had received a psak from Harav Elyashiv that stated that wheat bran and oat bran have  no problem of Chodosh, even if they come from Chodosh grain. It turns out that the psak was based on the incorrect assumption that such bran today is basically produced for animal food. When it was explained to Harav Elyashiv that such bran is very commonly used for human food, he stated that bran coming from Chodosh grain should be treated as Chodosh. Therefore, where oat bran is listed as an ingredient, the usual packing cutoff date of Jul 26 should be used and for wheat bran Aug 9, as has been assumed thusfar in the Guide.

 

MALT CLARIFICATION

Malt or barley malt may be Chodosh as of a packing date of Dec 15. Therefore any packaged food whose package code is known may contain Chodosh malt if packed on or after Dec 15. Where the package code is not known, it may be assumed that up to a PURCHASE DATE of Mar 15 ’11, the malt found in packages on the grocery shelves is still Yoshon. This year, since pesach is on Apr 12 due to the extra month of Adar, people should purchase enough malt containing items to last up to pesach.

 

Trader Joe white whole wheat flour Chodosh code Aug 9 12

 

Liebers pretzels with barley or oats in the ingredients may be Chodosh despite the Yoshon label on the package.

 

Food Should Taste Good Company products with oats in the ingredients, the Chodosh code is Jan 26 11 (6 months after packing.) For those without oats but containing wheat or barley (not malt) the code is Feb 9 11. For those without wheat, oats or barley, but containing malt, the code is Jun 15 11.

 

Kemach all purpose flour, both the wheat and the malt are Yoshon at all times.

 

Rabbi Eliezer Schneebalg of England. All products under his hashgocho are Yoshon, including candy products.

 

Maxi Health Vitamin and nutrition products, the expiration date is 4 years after packing except for Probiotics for which it is 3 years. Therefore, for items containing oats or oat bran, the Chodosh code is 7-14 (July 2014). For wheat it is 8-14. For Probiotics the code would be 1 year earlier.

CORRECTIONS AND ADDITIONS TO THE SECOND ISSUE OF THE GUIDE

 
PSAK HALACHA From Harav Hagoan Elyashiv Shlita (in response to our question): Wheat bran and oat bran are not to be considered Chodosh even if they came from grain that is Chodosh, because bran is not a significant part of the grain. He was not concerned that some particles of wheat or oat flour could be clinging to the bran.

 

All Liebers cookies, crackers and snackers that list malt in the ingredients may be Chodosh starting with the code of 349J (349=day of year, J=2010.) At this time most Liebers products have a uniform dating code where the first 3 digits are the day of the year and the letter that follows is the year (J=2010, K=2011…). In time all Liebers products will have this code (besides any other codes that may be on the package.) One reason for this is to accommodate the Yoshon consumer so that we can always tell when the package was packed.

 

Franczoz whole wheat bread given out with hospital foods is NOT Yoshon.

 

Kemach cookies, snackers and crackers, the wheat is Yoshon. The malt may be Chodosh starting a packing date of Dec 15. The three digits in the code indicate the day of the year, the Chodosh code is 349. Kemach Honey Nut Toasted Oats cereal contains wheat germ that may be Chodosh after a packing date of Aug 9, code Aug 9 11 (1 year after packing.) For other Kemach cereals, the malt Chodosh date is Dec 15 11 (1 year after packing.) For pie crusts the malt may be Chodosh starting with a code of 12-15-11 (1year after packing.) Note that the listing for Kemach chocolate graham pie crust on page 40 of the Guide is not correct and should be deleted.

 

Cavendish spicy fries, if made in Canada, the Chodosh code is 24-10-2010 (Oct 24 ’10).

THE FOLLOWING AS OF 21 DEC 10

 

Warnings have been issued by kashrus oragnizations that worms have been found in boxes of Ronzoni Elbow macaroni. (This has nothing to do with Yoshon.) We advise that all pasta and barley should always be checked for bugs. The Guide had for a long time stated that noodles and pasta in cellophane bags are more secure against bugs entering than cardboard boxes.

 

Joray Fruit Rollups and other similar licorice type candies usually contain wheat flour. Such candies, if not listed as Yoshon in the Guide may be Chodosh.

 

Dependable and Masbia noodles and pasta are Yoshon even without a Yoshon label. The Dependable listing on page 25 of the second issue of the Guide is incorrect and should be deleted.

 

Kemach Sugar Puff cereal uses durum spring wheat. The Chodosh code is Sept 1 11 (1 year after packing.)

 

Gluten free oats are regular oats that are grown free of contamination from wheat. As such it could be Chodosh if packed starting July 26.

 

Sensible Portions Veggy Straws and other items from this company, the package date is 180 days after packing. For items containing wheat, the Chodosh code for a packing date of Aug 9 is Feb 5 11.

 

Items manufactured on same equipment as wheat products. If you look at many packaged foods, you may see a note that it is manufactured on the same equipment wheat products. This is printed to warn those who may have a wheat allergy, some residue of wheat may remain on the machines from earlier production runs. You should consult your own posek to ask if there is a need to worry that the wheat residue may have been Chodosh. Examples of this are General Mills cereals such as Honey Nut Cheerios and Reeses Puffs, also some cashew nuts and other products.

 

Golden Puff products are listed in the Guide as being Yoshon under the hashgocho of the Kedessia of London, where they are manufactured. They are being marketed in the USA under the different hashgochos but are still Yoshon. 

 

Chuster pasta products with a Yoshon label and a CRC hashgocho for kashrus are certified by the CRC as being Yoshon.

Israel: All Cheerios products sold in Israel under the General Mills/Nestle label have “Best if used by” date (referred here as the “code”) that is 372 days after packing. Wheat products in the ingredients may be Chodosh starting with at packing date of Aug 9, code Aug 16, 2011. For those cereals that contain oats but no wheat the oats may be Chodosh staring a packing date of Oct 15, code Oct 22 11.  Nature Valley Granola bars sold in Israel with Hebrew Lettering and an O-U symbol are Yoshon with codes of 8/21/11 or earlier.

 

Canada: All items from wheat and oats made in Canada are Yoshon at least up to a packing date of Oct 1.

 

Pretzel clarification: Crunchy pretzels that break easily and are not made with whole wheat flour, are from winter wheat. If they contain malt, then they may be Chodosh after a packing date of Dec 15. Chewy soft pretzels are from spring wheat and are probably Chodosh if produced after Aug 9. Pretzels from whole wheat flour such as “honey wheat” pretzels may use either winter or spring wheat flour. They may also be Chodosh after a packing date of Aug 9.

 

Section 4.1 Baked Products

REVISED ESTIMATES OF CHODOSH STARTING DATES
 

On each Monday I get the weekly reports of the crop progress from the U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA). According to the most recent report, as of Sunday Aug 1the harvest of spring wheat and oats HAS begun. There was still no reported harvest of barley. My semifinal estimates for Chodosh starting dates are as follows:

Oats-Packing date=Jul 26, purchase date=Aug 9

Wheat (not pasta) Packing date=Aug 9, purchase date=Aug 24

Noodles and Pasta packing date=Aug 16, purchase date=Sept 1

Barley (not malt) packing  date=Aug 16,  purchase date=Sept 1

Barley malt packing date=Dec 15

Freshly-baked bakery products- Aug 9 in the Midwest, Aug 16 elsewhere.

 

Note that the purchase date refers to the last recommended date for buying packaged foods without the need  for checking for a hechsher (where applicable) or without looking at dating codes.

CAN YOU SUGGEST ANY ADVICE FOR A POTENTIAL PROBLEM WITH YOSHON BAKERY FLOUR SUPPLIES?

 

In the USA there are four primary ways of supplying Yoshon flour to bakeries, pizza shops and other large-scale bakery producers:

<!--[if !supportLists]-->(1)     <!--[endif]-->Store Yoshon flour from before the Chodosh becomes available (about now, see above)
<!--[if !supportLists]-->(2)     <!--[endif]-->Produce the flour in mills that are certified by mashgichim to receive Chodosh flour only later in the season
<!--[if !supportLists]-->(3)     <!--[endif]-->Store Yoshon wheat kernels and mill freshly as needed each week
<!--[if !supportLists]-->(4)     <!--[endif]-->Use bakery flour milled weekly from winter wheat to which is added small amounts of stored spring wheat plus vital wheat gluten. (This flour is produced by ConAgra in Denver, using a mill that never gets Chodosh wheat.)
Of these method (4) is readily available but produces the lowest protein bakery flour, not very suitable for pizza shops and for some bakeries. Method (2) is available only for a limited time into the Chodosh season. Methods (1) and (3) are able to produce the high-protein flour demanded by pizza shops and many bakeries. However, these are now in jeopardy due to the gyrations of the wheat commodity markets.

 

Over the last few years, the price of wheat has gone up and down significantly. As a result, several flour mills that used to mill Yoshon flour and store it (method 1) refuse to continue because they stand to lose too much money if they put aside the Yoshon when the price of wheat is high (as is often the case right before the Chodosh harvest starts) and then nobody is willing to pay the high price later in the season if the price of wheat goes down significantly. Similarly, the mill that used to put away Yoshon wheat kernels (method 3) will not do so unless the flour distributors who use that arrangement pay for this in advance at the current high price. The distributors claim that they, too, cannot afford to gamble. They can’t pay for the Yoshon old wheat at the current high prices if the individual bakers and other users of Yoshon flour will refuse to pay the high price later in the season, when the wheat price may go down. (It may also go up, but they cannot afford to take a chance.)

 

Unless somebody can suggest any advice for this impasse, we stand to lose major options for Yoshon flour this coming season. This would primarily affect local pizza and bagel stores and some local bakeries.

 

I am never involved in any of these types of business arrangements. My only interest is to encourage the maximum availability of Yoshon products for the public. When I was made aware of this problem, I decided to ask for any suggestions that may occur to those who receive these email bulletins. Any suggestions you may have I could pass on the distributors who actually supply the Yoshon flours. Please send you ideas to me by email as soon as possible. The following are Rabbi Herman's early estimates of up to which date it will be recommended that you can purchase foods without concern for Chodosh: Items using oats should be safe to purchase up to around July 15. Foods using wheat, other than noodles and pasta, are safe to purchase up to around Aug 1. Noodles and pasta are safe to purchase up to Aug 15. Barley products, other than items from barley malt, are safe to purchase up to Aug 15. Barley malt products, including beer should be safe to purchase up to Dec. 15.

Kinneret onion rings have a Chodosh code of 09331 (09=year, 331=day of the year.) Under the hashgocho of Rabbi Weissmandl.

Schreiber’s Bakery in Brooklyn. All items from this bakery using spelt flour may be Chodosh. (Note: The Guide has stated that all spelt grown in the USA is always Yoshon. There is some spelt grown in Canada that may be Chodosh. However, since the likelihood of such Chodosh spelt being imported to the USA is very remote, we were informed that we may consider even such Canadian spelt in the USA as being Yoshon. Schreiber’s is receiving Canadian spelt flour. Kehilla Kashrus, the mashgiach for Schreiber’s chose to be machmir and be concerned even for the small likelihood of such Chodosh spelt. We applaud those who make efforts to upgrade the standards of hashgochos. However, we still stand by our advice that spelt in the USA may be considered Yoshon, even if it comes from

Canada.)

Roma Pizza, Amsterdam Ave (between 101 St and 102 St.) New York City.

The pizza and pasta are

Yoshon under the hashgocho of Rabbi Avrohom Marmorstein.

Kemach egg noodles are NOT Yoshon at this time, unless there is a Yoshon label on the package. Noodles with the dating code 20512 (2=Feb, 05=day of month, 12=year+2) are NOT Yoshon.

Pretzel alert: The Guide had stated that all crunchy pretzels use Yoshon winter wheat flour. They contain malt that should be Yoshon up to a purchase date of March 15. This only hold for regular pretzels. However, WHOLE WHEAT pretzels (not made in Israel) may be Chodosh.

CRC-HISACHDUS NOW DOES CERTIFY YOSHON

Until this year, the CRC-Hisachdus did not certify Yoshon, even for items under their hashgocho that had a Yoshon label. This policy has now changed. For all packaged foods with a CRC hashgocho for kashrus and a Yoshon label, the CRC hashgocho covers the Yoshon as well. The same holds for all establishments such as bakeries, pizza shops, etc that claim to be Yoshon and are under the CRC hashgocho for kashrus.

This policy went into effect at the end

of the summer, from the beginning of the current Chodosh season.

Therefore, it covers all items on the market today. The CRC is also makpid on malt. They will not certify as Yoshon any item that may contain Chodosh malt.

Earlier issues of this Guide to Chodosh had reflected the former refusal of the CRC to take responsibility for Yoshon. Therefore, we listed products with a Yoshon label and only a CRC hashgocho under the ? category.

Namely that without a responsible hashgocho we could not recommend such items as Yoshon. Now that we have been advised of the new CRC policy, we attempted to reclassify those items to categories of ? or ?. However, it is quite possible that we missed some items and neglected to reclassify them.

Kemach one pound boxes of macaroni, spaghetti and lasagna have a Chodosh code of Nov 1 2011 (2 years after

packing.) . Bulk bow ties, egg barley, noodles in 10 pound packages as well as 20 pound packages have a Chodosh code of 3359 (335=day of year, 9=year). However 20 pound pasta with a different code system has the Chodosh code of 09/01/11 (day of packing +2 years.) Under the hashgocho of Rabbi Horowitz.

? Ronzoni Healthy Harvest Chodosh date is Aug 16 11 (2 years after packing), if made in the US. Ronzoni, Catelli and Lancia pasta made in Canada, the Chodosh code is: Regular (white) pasta Nov 16 12, Smart, Whole Wheat, Egg noodles, Egg Fetucini, Vegetable Pasta code Nov 16 11. Multigrain code Oct 5 11.

? Bob’s Red Mill whole wheat flour Chodosh code Aug 9 11 (2 years after

Spoonfuls=9 months, Shredded oats=8 months, Multigrain Puffins and Puffins original=12 months.

? Bob’s Red Mill wheat germ Chodosh code Aug 9 10 (1year after packing.) ? Kemach cereals, all cereals have a Chodosh date for malt of Jan 22 2011. Choco Chippers cereal is Yoshon except for the malt after the above date.

? Nature Valley Granola bars with oats but no wheat, the Chodosh code should be Sept 22 11.

? Weetabix cereals with wheat. For organic Weetabix, the Chodosh code for the wheat is Oct 1 10 (1 year after

packing.) For the regular (not organic) cereals, the wheat is Yoshon.

However, on the 9 inch shells, the code is not printed on each individual package, only on the case in which the packages are packed. ? Coors Beer, Corrected code =4 15 10 (2=Feb, 28=date, 10=year this date is 4 months after packing).

? Miller Brewing Co Corrected code=4 15 10 (2=Feb, 28=date, 10=year this date is 4 months after packing).

9.6 Baby Foods

? Beechnut baby food update: Both cereal boxes and baby food jars have two kinds of dating codes. One indicates the actual date of packing. The second is the “best if used by” date. We suggest that you look only at the code for the actual packing date. For cereal boxes the codes appear at the top of the boxes. An example would be

7926 JAN2011. (7=July, 9=year, 26=day of the month.) For foods in jars the code for the same date would be printed on the lid and would be 97 26JAN2011 (9=year, 7=month, 26=day).

Use the dates of Jul 26 for oats, Aug 9

for wheat and Aug 16 for barley.

? Gerber baby food update: Cereals in boxes the date on the package is 1 year after packing. Cereals in jars it is

15 months after packing. Add these intervals to Jul 26 for oats, to Aug

9 for wheat and Aug 16 for barley.

9.7 Candies

? Harry London Chocolate Pecan Caramel Stars contain undeclared wheat germ that may be Chodosh. Dating code not known. (This warning came from the Kashrus Magazine, Adar 5770 (Mar 10) issue.)

11 Professional bakery flour and other bakery ingredients ? Wilmark bakery products are all Yoshon. The only exceptions are the donut mixes which are only Yoshon on special order. Under the hashgocho of the O-U.

12.1.4 New York City Restaurants, pizza shops ? Circa-NY Restaurant, 22 West 33rd St, New York City is NOT Yoshon.

? Simon Sez Pizza Shop on Ave M is now under the hashgocho of Rav Pinchos Horowitz. Rabbi Horowitz only supervises the kashrus. So far as we know, this establishment has no hashgocho for Yoshon.

Beechnut baby foods code. Do not use the “Best if used by date. Instead, for oats packing date of July 26 the code would be 7-9-26 (7=month, 9=year, 26=date). For items that contain wheat but not oats, the code would be 8-9-9. For barley the code is 8-9-16.

MALT UPDATE

years we were surprised to learn that at least one major source of malt 

began to use the Chodosh crop much earlier. Therefore, we were forced to 

adapt the earlier malt Chodosh date of Oct 15. Anticipating that this 

year may also see an early start of Chodosh malt production, we again 

used Oct 15 as the tentative malt date in the first issue of this year’s 

Guide. However, it appears that this year the normal situation has been 

restored. Therefore we will resume using Dec 15 as the Chodosh _packing_ 

date. We will again advise that where package codes are not known, it is 

safe to assume that whatever has been _purchased_ by March 15 will still 

contain Yoshon malt.

This would translate to a package code for the wheat of Aug 16 10 for all General Mills cereals in the USA and (Nestle) in Israel. The exception would be MultiGrain Cheerios in Israel for which the wheat code is June 13 10.

The “Purchase date” is the first date for which we feel it is no longer safe to purchase the foods without checking for dating codes. We also give the first recommended date to stop purchasing freshly baked items produced at the local bakeries.

  CHODOSH SEASON _STARTED!_

At this time, the harvest of the three Chodosh crops have begun in the USA, marking the official beginning of the new Chodosh season. The start of the oats and spring wheat harvests followed our earlier prediction. 

However, the barley harvest is about 1 week later that predicted earlier. Therefore, the dates the follow reflect a 1 week delay for barley. The first of the dates given below is the first Chodosh PACKING date. If you know the dating code system for your package, any item packed before that date will be Yoshon. The second date is the PURCHASE date. If you do not know the date code, you can assume that all items up to the given purchase date will be Yoshon.

OATS: Packing date=Jul 16, purchase date=Aug 9 (THIS HAS PASSED.)

WHEAT packaged goods (other than noodles and pasta): Packing date=Aug 9, purchase date= Aug 21.

WHEAT BAKERY, pizza and other _fresh baked products_: purchase date IN MIDWEST USA= Aug 9.

Purchase date ELSEWHERE in the USA=Aug 21.

WHEAT pasta and noodles: Packing date=Aug 16, purchase date= Sept 1.

BARLEY (pearled): Packing date Aug 16, safe to purchase to Aug 28.

CHODOSH SEASON TO START SOON

I have been monitoring the weekly crop progress reports from the U. S. 

Dep’t of Agriculture. Based on those reports we estimate the following dates when Chodosh can start by crop. We give here 2 dates. The first is the date when packing of Chodosh into packaged goods may start. The second is the date until which it is probably safe to purchase packaged or baked goods in the stores without checking for dating codes.

OATS: Packing date=Jul 16, safe to purchase up to Aug 9.

WHEAT packaged goods (other than noodles and pasta): Packing date=Aug 9, safe to purchase up to Aug 21.

WHEAT BAKERY, pizza and other fresh baked products: safe to purchase at least up to Aug 9.

WHEAT pasta and noodles: Packing date=Aug 16, safe to purchase up to Sept 1.

BARLEY (pearled): Packing date Aug 9, safe to purchase to Aug 21.

These dates are subject to updates and revisions.

When the mashgiach provides dating codes for the latest batches that were still Yoshon, I will announce the codes. In addition, Liebers whole wheat and garlic cookies, crackers and pretzels made in Brazil are not recommended as Yoshon, if purchased after Jan 7 09.

Audolized yeast is Yoshon.

Maltodextrin as an ingredient is usually made from non-Chodosh sources. 

Sometimes it may be made from wheat which may be Chodosh. However, in that case, wheat should be listed in the ingredients.

*Kemach* egg noodles without a Yoshon label should be assumed to be Chodosh if purchased at this time, regardless on any codes.

*Glick’s *home baking flour, regular or whole wheat, are both Yoshon under the hashgocho of the O-U, including the malt.

*POSSIBLE PROBLEM WITH BAGELS-IMPORTANT REVISED NOTICE*

* *

The following notice concerns bagels that were produced at Main Street Bagels in Kew Gardens Hills, but it may apply elsewhere as well. This bagel bakery was making regular bagels from Yoshon flour and whole wheat bagels from Chodosh flour. Bagels have to be cooked before baking. The Rav of one of the shuls in Queens noticed that the bakery used the same cooker to cook both the Yoshon bagels and the Chodosh bagels, sometimes even both kinds the same time! He alerted the mashgiach from the Vaad Harabonim of Queens which certifies the Yoshon status of this store. The hashgocho notified the Guide and we sent out the initial warning on Dec 28. Regarding Main Street Bagels, the problem will be rectified as of Thursday, Jan 1, ’09. The store will discontinue the use of Chodosh flour. From Jan 1 onward, the whole wheat bagels, as well as everything else in the store will be made only from Yoshon flour. We wish to thank the Vaad Harabonim of Queens, the proprietor of Main Street Bagels and the local Rav for the quick and forthright manner that this problem was discovered, rectified and publicized. However, there is no guarantee that such problems were unique to this bakery alone. 

Mashgichim and consumers who deal with bagel bakeries making both Yoshon and Chodosh bagels must make sure that the same boiler is not used for both.
